  Fall is right around the corner!  
By Village Ordinance, the burning of 
unpainted wood, landscape waste  
including leaves and weeds shall be 
permitted  on Sunday and Wednesday 
between the hours of 10:00 am and 
6 :00  p m.   The  b urn ing o f  
unpainted wood shall be permitted 
outdoors in bonfires and individual 
burning pits. It is unlawful to burn 
grass clippings, painted wood,  
chemically treated wood, pressurized 
lumber or garbage. 

It is unlawful for any person to create or 
maintain loud, unnecessary noise which 
affect and are a detriment to the public 
health, comfort, safety, and welfare of the  
residents of the Village or which annoy, 
disturb, or endanger the health, peace or 
safety of others in the Village between 
the hours of 10:00 pm and 7:00 am. 
 
It is unlawful to operate  construction 
equipment and machinery before 7:00 am 
Monday thru Friday, 8:00 am Saturday 
and 10:00 am Sunday. 
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The Village ended its contract with Illinois American Water for the operation 
of the water and sewer systems. The Village has taken over the utility billing. 
You should have already received your first bill  for the period ending June 
30, 2010. 
 
For your convenience, a drop box will be installed at the north curb of the 
island in the Village Hall parking lot at 87 Galligan Road. You can also pay 
your bill on the Village website using EPAY or choose the auto-payment 
method by completing the form on the Village’s website.

Kane County offers free pick up service 
for household hazardous waste operated 
by Curbside, Inc. To schedule a free pick 
up  from  your  home  please  call  
800-449-7587. Latex paint is no longer  
considered hazardous so you can place 
your paint cans in your regular garbage 
once the paint has been solidified.  
Acceptable items include antifreeze,  
batteries, cleaning products, fluorescent 
bulbs, pool chemicals, gasoline,  
medications, motor oil, pesticides,  
solvents, lawn chemicals, and blacktop 
sealer. 85% of all household hazardous 
waste collected is recycled and re-used in 
some manner. 

sold to steel mills where it is blended 
with fuel oil and used to heat their 
furnaces.  The oil filters are crushed, 
baled, and recycled with other non-
ferrous metals.  

Each year Kane County households 
dispose of more than 200,000 pounds 
of batteries.  To recycle, place your 
used A, AA, AAA, C, D and 9 volt 
batteries in zip-lock plastic bags.  
Drop-off locations include Pingree 
Grove Fire Station at 39W169 Plank 
Road and  Elgin Fire Station #2 at Big 
Timber and Rt. 31.  The batteries are 
shipped to a plant in Michigan where 
useable metals are recovered from 
most of them.
